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General Description
The Multi-Donations With Graphix module is a simple interface that will allow the user (either member or guest) to donate financially to many different charities or causes on a single site. It will track all donations and present live feedback on individual charity totals and a combined total. It will allow the site admin to split payment with the charities if required, and will present a smooth flowing and graphically pleasing alternative to conventional donations modules.
 criteria:

· It MUST be very easy to donate to one or more charities from the module.
· It MUST be possible to split payment either directly at PayPal or latter via money transfer from a holding account. 

· It MUST allow for the import and display of images that represent the charities.

· It MUST run on the Dolphin 7.1 platform.

· All blocks MUST (including donation total blocks) must be copy able.

· The look and feel of the finished module MUST be as close to this brief as possible.

Although it is designed specifically for our site www.nomination.me.uk, the module will be able to add the same functionality to any 7.1 site that it is installed on. We may consider allowing the developer to place the module in the Boonex market if an amicable arrangement can be made. 
Module General Functionality

The general functionality of the module can best be explained by fig 1 which shows the Admin section (back end), Database, the Process, User Interaction and relationships and routes between all of these elements. The core (process) is driven by the simple user interaction which is limited to just 3 essential actions.

User Process

The process begins when the user (either member or guest) presses the donate button. Note – Code to place the button on a page should be made available within the module install instructions. When the button is clicked the Donations Entry Form (fig 2) is opened (maybe an Ajax for would be best for this?)

The form contains an alterable message at the top. The message is entered by Admin from the back end under the Multi-Donation/Settings tab (fig 6). Most noticeable about this form is a feature other donation modules do not have – The use of an image. The image size (height and width) is set in Multi-Donation/Settings tab. The image is uploaded via Browse in the Multi-Donation/Charities tab (fig 7). The form MUST display the Registered Charity Number if it is supplied. This image adds a very personal and professional touch to the donation process. Each charity can have its own image and charity message (below the image).
Below the alterable top message is a Charity Selector Box. This will be filled with all charities that are created within the Multi-Donation/Charities tab. By default this box will be filled with the first charity in the list. The image and charity message MUST change to the correct image and message if a different charity is selected from the dropdown list.

Below the Charity Selector Box is a Donation Amount box. Possible donation amounts are created in the Settings tab. At the bottom of the form is an e-mail entry box. Note – The e-mail entry box must be hidden for logged in Members, but shown for Guests. This is so that we can obtain the e-mail address of guests that donate should they wish to leave one.

When the form is filled out and the Donate button on the form is clicked the payment is either split (if selected in settings) or not split at PayPal. If direct splitting of payment is not available via PayPal then we would consider all funds going into a holding account and then being paid out by admin latter in the process (as some other modules do). All transactions MUST be recorded in the database and displayed within Multi-Donation/Data tab (fig 8). 
Each charity Must have its own Charity Total Block (fig3). The block MUST contain the charity name and a live Total amount. The charity Total block Must be able to appear on a page selected within Multi-Donation/Charities tab.

When a Donation is made the Combined Total Block (fig 4) must also update. The combined total block MUST be able to appear on a page selected within Multi-Donation/Settings tab.

Once payment has been processed the user must be returned to the site. The page return Must be set in the settings tab. Once the user is back on the site a “Thank You” e-mail MUST be sent to the members or guests e-mail address. This e-mail MUST be editable via Dolphin e-mail templates system. Finally, a thank you message (fig 5) must be displayed on the return page.

If the Member name is available then it MUST be displayed in the Thank You message. The message MUST display the Donation Amount and the Charity Name. 
Back office: 

The process is then complete. Much of the power of this module is within the admin section, and the ability to add, delete and edit charities and all the attribute of each such as graphic images. The first tab in the admin section is the Settings tab (fig 6).

The settings tab allows for general control of any features that are not related to a specific charity. It begins with a selector to choose the currency the module will operate in.  Below this the admin can set, add and delete the donation amounts that the module will use. 

Then there is an Admin PayPal edit box. It is within settings because unlike the charity PayPal accounts that will change frequently, the admin PayPal will generally be a constant. There is a Donation Split check box. If this is checked then payment must be split either directly at PayPal or latter by paying out of admin account. The percentage that Admin can take as a split is entered into the Admin Percentage box.
All charities will have their own image, but in order to achieve a uniform look, the size of all images is set within the height and with edit boxes on the settings page. 

The Location (page) that the combined total block must appear on is selected from a drop down in the settings tab. 

The PayPal return page is also set by an edit box on the settings tab.

Finally there is an edit box that will allow a message for the main donation form to be edited and set. 
The Charities tab (fig 7) is where each charity is created, edited and deleted. [image: image7.jpg]Multi Donation

The charities tab is based loosely on the Charts module / admin / sponsors tab (available to view if you wish). It is an efficient and easy to use interface for organising groups of data with different content. 
When Admin clicks on “Add new Charity”, an empty form is added. The fields on this form are; Charity Name; Registered Charity Number (if available), Charity Message (this is the message that will appear below the image on the main form if this charity is selected), Charity PayPal and PayPal Donation Description (for PayPal). The image for the charity is uploaded to the site from a browse button, and the Charity Total block location (page) selector is a dropdown box.
For reasons of legal accountability, traceability and business accounting the module MUST have a Data Tab (fig 8). All donations MUST be recorded and MUST be visible within the Data Tab once the transaction is complete. Data collected must include; Member ID; Charity Name; Amount Donated; Date on which donation was made; e-mail of the donor if available; Admin split percentage.

All data MUST be exportable either to excel or a similar package. Once all data has been exported and stored or printed externally it MUST be possible to delete all data in order to begin the process again.
Potential problems:
The only foreseeable problem may be splitting payment at PayPal. If this is not possible then an alternative method of dividing and sending payment would be considered. 
Thoughts, opinions and possible solutions for these problems will be welcomed from the developer. 

Ideas:

Other additions to the module for a market release version may include; Target amounts for each charity; Optional video display instead of static images; real time accounting with profit and loss etc. 
Production Agreement.

This module will be produced under an agreement with us.  Once the product is complete it will become our property. This will include all code developed for the module. Agreement to commence with this project defines these conditions.
However, use of the code may be allowed with agreement and written permission from us under special circumstances. These Circumstances will be subject to any arrangements or deals between the developer and us. 
If the developer wishes to create the module for resale within the Boonex market this will be considered if a suitable agreement can be reached by both parties.
